OCSW AND NEW WOMEN'S ISSUES MINISTER
DISCUSS COMMON INTERESTS

Dnly 21 four OCSW members -- Beth
Atcheson, Chaviva Hosek, Brigid O'Rei lly
and Carol Sutton -- net The Honourable
Robert Welch, the Minister responsible
for women's affairs in the Ontario
government. Glenna Carr, Executive
Director of the Women's Directorate also
attended the meeting.

Mr. Welch's recent appointment has
created much interest among organized
women's groups inthe province and the
OCSWasked him to clarify his mandate.
He explained that he will through the
Policy and Priorities Board of Cabinet
be monitoring all pol icy of the pro­
vincial government to assess its impact
on women. Mr. \~elch is Deputy Premier
and thus we expect his voice will carry
a certain weight in Cabinet.

The DCSW brought to Mr. Welch's
attention several of our current issues
of concern: the transfer of fami ly
benefits from the province to the mu­
nicipal ities; equal pay for work of
equal value; federal/provincial funding
and the impact of the Charter of Rights
on Ontario legislation.

We also expressed some concern about
the lack of consultation between the
government and organized womenls groups
on policies that affect women. Mr.
Welch recognized this as a difficulty
and assured us that he plans to be
responsive to the concerns of organ­
izations such as the OCSW.

ABORTION CLINIC NEEDS SUPPORT

abortion cl inic on Harbord Street.
The cl inic needs the support of all
women who bel ieve we must have the
right to determine our own
reproductive destiny, more than
ever following the fire at the
cl inic in July.

PORNOGRAPHY: THE VIOLENCE AFFECTS US ALL

This page is meant to solicit your ideas and opinions. Please read it, indicate
your opinions and return it to the OCSW postal box or to Lee Grills, 555 Balliol St.,
Toronto, M4s IEl as soon as poss~ble.

In the next issue the Newsletter will follow-up on this topic with some suggestions
on how you as an individual can take action.

Changing laws will not el iminate por­
nography from our society. El iminating
pornography will not erase the problems
pornography causes. The problems in
our society and the violence to which
womena1d children are subjected go
far beyond imagery. People's attitudes
must change. This will only evolve
through positive sex education and
positive depictions in all forms of
the media.

People who have been studying the
issue of pornography have made several
suggestions regarding law reforms
which may lend assistance in stemming
the prol iferation of pornographic
materials. We are asking OCSW members
to respond to these suggestions by
returning this questionnaire.

Federa I Leve·l

I. The criminal code is not presently
equipped to deal with pornography
regarding the exploitation of sex
rather than people nor can it adequately
contend with material that expl icitly
represents or describes degrading and
abusive behaviour for sexual grati­
fication so as to endorse and/or
recommend the behaviour as described.

Furthermore, the current
obscenity section is vague and
subjective.

Recommendation: Section 159(8) of
the criminal code should be repealed

I I. Pornography must be defined to
reflect the danger inherent in the
material. At the same time we wish to
preserve the opportunity for people
to obtain information about sex.

Thus the definition of pornography
proposed for the criminal code could
be:

Pornography is deemed to be any
printed, visual, audic, or otherwise
represented presentation, or part
thereof, with a theme of violence
including but not 1 imited to the
depiction of submission or coercion
or lack of consent or denigration
of any human being for the sexual
gratification of another or others,
and in which such behaviours can be
taken to be advocated or endorsed.

For the purposes of this definition,
the depiction of any person under
the age of 16 in such material will
be considered proof of lack of
consent sufficient to warrant pro­
hibition of such material.

Wherever appropriate, the words
I'obscene' rand llobscen i ty'l shou 1cl be
deleted and replaced by the words
Ilpornographicll and "pornography".

Recommendation: This definition should
be situated under the HATE PROPAGANDA
section of the criminal code with an
accompanying heading of PUBLIC
ADVOCACY OF VIOLENCE.

IV. Pornographers use the techniques
of hate propagandists in the portrayal
of sex, violence, and power. El iminating
pornography is a human rights issue and
can be defined as hate propaganda.

Recommendation: Amend the Broadcasting
Act to reflect the premise that
pornography is a human rights issue by
adding the words "or sex" to Section
6.1 (b) so it reads: "No station,
network operator, or pay television
licensee shall broadcast ... any
abusive comment or abusive pictorial
representation of any race, religion,
creed, or sex. l

•

Ill. This definition must be incor­
porated into all legislation dealing
with the flow of 'offensive' 1it­
erature. The Cystoms Act and the Postal
Act are currently used to deter this
flow.

Recommendation: Federal laws that have
hitherto incorporated the Section 159(8)
definition of obscenity should incor­
porate the new definition of porno­
graphy.

Recommendation: As an intermin
measure, the Ontario Censor Board.
with clearly defined guidel ines written
into its enabling legislation, should
have the authority to censor films
that advocate violence against
people.

I. Constitutionally, municipal
governments are 1imited in their
abi] ity to enact by-laws to eliminate
pornography. Municipalities may

. f " d 1 tOOregulate various aspects 0 a u
entertainment parlours which are
defined as "any premises or part
thereof in which is provided, in
pursuance of a trade, caliing,
business or occupation, goods or
services appeal ing to or designed to
appeal to erotic or sexual appetites
or inclinations". This illustrates
once again that the authority to
regulate focuses on the sexual
aspect of the material, not the
violent.

Provincial Level

I. The Supreme Court of Ontario
recently ruled that "some prior
censorship of fi lm is demonstrably
justified in a free and democratic
society." Films may be censored if
The Theatres Act is accompanied by
regulations pursuant to its legis­
lative authority or by the enactment
of statutory amendments, imposing
reasonable 1 imi ts and standards.

Recommendation: The Municipal Act
should be amended to enable
municipal ities to regulate
effectively with respect to por­
nographic materials.
