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It is a great pleasure to tackle Martin Crimp's 
The Treatment with the 3955 class. Martin 
Crimp belongs to the new British wave of 
drama - heavy on the absurd, violence, and 
identity crisis. Yet, it is not the Absurd of 
Samuel Beckett - it does not necessarily imply 
that there is no exit - it perhaps implies that if 
we find it we may not like it or even recognize 
it. It also may imply that not all of us want to 
find the exit - that we would rather "swim" in the 
waters stirred by the social, technological and 
political dynamics. The Treatment certainly 
does not provide us with answers - but it does 
pack a great amount of questions. Hopefully 
we will be able to convey these to our Glendon 
audience.
