A fine statue in Couchiching Park to comme-
morate Champlain is acclaimed as one of the
finest example of bronze statutory ever cast;
it has attracted art lovers the world over.
Orillia is only 80 miles north of Toronto, along
Highway 400 to Barrie and then by Highway
11; a four-lane route all the way with no traffic
bottlenecks. By car or Gray Coach, this ll/g
hour trip is a pleasant journey for the whole
family.
