Each of her
appearances gains her more f riends; each year she returns with songs
that reflect her experiences, and mirror ours. This visit marks her
first public appearance this year after a well deserved rest.

Owen McBride, who hosts on SundaY, is
an lrish Canadian who has appeared at
Mariposa festivals as a performer for years.
He'll also be appearing in workshops
throughout this year's Festival.

DOUG KERSHAW
Doug Kershaw is a Cajun f rom Louisiana. He plays
29 instruments (including guitar, fiddle, and
accordion), writes his own songs, and sings and
plays like a man possessed. He is, simply, unique'

PENNYWHISTLERS
The Pennywhistlers are back at Mariposa - seven women f rom
the New York area with the uncanny skill of recreating an
incredible range of eastern European and Slavic folk music.
They're accompanied by Billy Vanaver, Artie Rose, and
Zev-Feldman, skilled with a variety of unusual instruments'

SARA GREY
Sara Grey sings the bitter-sweet songs of the southern
Appalacliian mountains, as well as material from the
träð¡tions of the British lsles. This is her second visit to
Mariposa, and her clear voice will entrance heÌ audiences.
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RAMBLIN'
JACK
ELLIOT
Jack Elliot is one of America's great folk
singers - a wandering man who has seen the
world, and sings in the footsteps of Woody
Guthrie. Most contemporary singers have
learned from him - and he communicates his
love, affection and reverence for living
to those of us who are lucky enough to
have the opportunity to listen. Jack
Elliot's an unforgettable experience,
and his Mariposa visit is his first. lf
you have a spare hour or three, ask
him about sailing boats!

ROSALIE SORRELS
Rosalie Sorrels was recently described by
Rolling Stone as "one of the finest female
folk singers of them all". She's f rom Salt
Lake City, and she sings a wide range of
Mormon and contemporary folk songs in an
unusual, moving voice.

ALEXANDRE ZELKIN
Born in France of French and Russian
parents, Alexandre Zelkin has been astounding
folk music audiences for a long time. He'll
be singing songs in many languages, and in
the Yiddish and Gypsy traditions.
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EDITH BUTLER
Edith Butler, despite her name, is a French-Canadian
from New Brunswick. She's just come home after a year
in Japan, where she scored strongly in her appearances
at Expo 70 - and where she made many f riends for Canada
in her pre-Expo tours through the country. Edith
has a wide repertoire of Acadian folk material.

OWEN McBRIDE
Owen McBride probably holds the record for the
greatest number of consecutive appearances at Mar-
iposa. That's because he has a fey talent that
could only come from an lrishman - and an warm
way with his singin'that is irresistible.

DAVID REA
David Rea has been appearing at Mariposa for as long as
most people can remember - f irst as an accompanist for
Gordon Lightfoot, lan and Sylvia, and other
performers; more recently as a solo performer. He's a
brilliant guitarist, a fine singer and song-writer.
He's just signed a contract with a major record company.

MICHAEL COONEY
One of the most versatile personalities in folk music,
Michael Cooney's back for his third successive Mariposa
during which he'll appear all over the grounds, playing
several different instruments. He was recently
folksinger-in-residence at Guelph University.
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OLYMPIA
BRASS
BAND
Led by trumpeter Harold DeJan,
the Olympia Band is one of the
last of the great New Orleans
marching bands, and is directly
descended from the first Olympia
Band, led by the legendary
Freddie Keppard shortly after the
turn of the century. From this
powerful music came jazz - and
it still has the ability to
make us laugh, smile, tap our
feet - and even march.

J. B. HUTTO & THE HAWKS
J. B. Hutto is a fine bottleneck guitarist and singer
from Mississippiwho has been making his home - and
his living - in Chicago for many years. His music
reflects the tough realities of the south side of
Chicago, where the eagle flies on Friday. He's a
contemporary of bluesmen Howlin'Wolf and Muddy Waters.

SANDY CRAWLEY
Sandy Crawley is yet another member of the Ottawa
school of singers that has already given us Bruce
Cockburn, Brent Titcomb, and Three's A Crowd. He's
a fine songwriter and an excellent singer, making
his first appearance at Mariposa.



BRUCE MURDOCH
Bruce Murdoch comes from Montreal; a fine talent that
has somehow been overlooked outside his home town.
His first LP, just out and recorded by Ritchie Havens,
might change things. He is a startlingly original talent;
a moving contemporary singer/songwriter with much
to say. lt's his first Mariposa appearance.

ELIZABETH COTTON
Miss Cotton is a singer of blues and ballads who
first came into prominence as the writer of "Freight
Train". She is an unusual guitarist, and her gentle
voice and delicate songs will delight audiences. She
first appeared in Toronto at a Mariposa concert last fall.

NORMAN KENNEDY
Norman Kennedy is from Scotland, but came to North
America five years ago to sing at the Newport Folk
Festival. He works as a weaver (and has done for 20
years), and will also be demonstrating this art at
Mariposa. He is a fine traditional Scots singer.

ODETTA
Odetta is perhaps the first lady of folk music. Her
rich voice has been an integral part of the folk music
scene for many years. Formally an actress, she is
still deeply interested in the theatre. lmmediately
after Mariposa, she leaves for an Australian tour.

MERLE TRAVIS
Best-known as a brilliant country guitarist, Merle
Travis is now working as a writer on the Johnny Cash
television show. He's also a great songwriter
(remember "Sixteen Tons"?) and a fine singer.
He's here at Mariposa for the first time.

FRED MCDOWELL
Now 65, and working in Tennessee as a tractor
driver, McDowell comes from Mississippi. He is one
of the finest traditional Delta blues singers still
playing - giving blues and gospel material heart-felt,
deep, and powerfully swinging interpretation.

FRED BAUE JR.
Fred Baue Jr. comes to Mariposa from Detroit. He's an
unusual performer, who plays some pretty unusual
instruments - people wilf be curious about the "ukelin"
which he plays. He's a newcomer to the Festival.
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MERRICK JARRETT
Merrick is a familiar face at Mariposa, taking part
in a variety of workshops. This year, with Gary and
Everill Muir, he plans a workshop on Australian and
New Zealand folk music. He'll also play for children.
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DILDINE FAMILY
The Dildines are especially important to Mariposa. Not only does
the family - skilled'musiclans'and puppeteers - bring a particular
warmth tô tne¡r children's programs, but John is also responsible
for mixing the sound for the evening concerts. The family, in . .

VERA JOHNSON
Vera Johnson blows into Mariposa each year, usually from either

a new tour to Britain, or a visit to f riends and relatives in
vancouver. she's back again, with another collection of hilarious

and pertinént songs for our time. Enjoy her music!

KLAAS VAN GRAFT
Klaas is back at Mariposa again, as a performer
in the international workshops, and
host in a children's program Klaas is a
key figure in Mariposa's schools program.

FOX WATSON
This is the first time Fox Watson has come to Mariposa "officially"
and the first chance for people to discover a virtuoso f rom
North Carolina. Fox is a'sup'erb story-teller, and he is deeply into
old{ime music, although he writes his own songs in many traditions.



DAVID WTLCOX
David Wilcox is a rapidly-maturing blues
performer, with a thorough mastery of many
instrumental guitar styles. He's from
Toronto; he'll appear in workshops.

RICK NEUFELD
Rick is Mariposa's sole performer f rom Manitoba - a new young
songwriter/guitarist who is writing some fine material. His songs have
been recorded a number of times (particularly "Moody Manitoba Morning")
and he has a highly promising future ahead of him.

DEE HIGGINS
Dee Higgins is making an excellent name for herself as a soft
and gentle performer with a beautiful voice that many liken to
that of Joan Baez. Her first record is in the works, and will
feature many of her own delicate, haunting songs.

GARY AND EVERILL MUIR
Gary and Everill Muir were married in 1964, and immediately took

off for New Zealand where they sang in clubs, in cabaret, and on
radio and TV. They'll join Merrick Jarrett in a workshop on

New Zealand and Australian folk ; a first for Mariposa.
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BRENT TITCOMB
Brent Titcomb has paid dues with many bands, many
groups, and many people. Now, his warm, delightful
material is going to reach a lot of peoples'
heads. lt's his Mariposa debut, and one of his
chief roles is to host open sings at various times
during the Festival. At these, you can join in.

SHELLY POSEN
Together with Brent Titcomb, Shel ley
is hosting open sings, as well as
appearing in a variety of workshops.

EDITH FOWKE
Canada's best-known folklorist, Edith Fowke is returning
to Mariposa with some of her friends - traditional
Ontario singers Mrs. William Towns, John Leahy, and
Mrs. Jack Keating. She'll also do a workshop on folk
song collecting, with noted U.S. folklorist Dr. Kenneth
Goldstein, and song collector Carole Henderson.

BARRY O'NEILL
Barry sings traditional material, plays concertina,
and combines hís singing activities with his university
work at the University of Michigan, Ann Arbor.

BRUCE COCKBURN
Bruce Cockburn, escapee from rock bands and the Ottawa

scene, singing delicate, spare, poetic, evocative
music. Made a tremendous impression at last year's

Mariposa, and has since made a charming first record, and
dozens of appearances practically everywhere.

ERIC AND MARTY NAGLER
Eric Nagler, whowill be appearing all over Mariposa's daytime
program, is known both as a virtuoso banjo player, but also as an
owner of the Toronto Folklore Centre. Marty, his wife, will join him.
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TEX KONIG
A warm, intimate singer with a vast repertoire
of material, Tex is making his Mariposa
debut this year. Make him welcome!

LINDA AND RENATA TRUJILLO
The Trujillos now live in Montreal, but they are originally from
Chile, and at their Mariposa debut they will bring the sound of
South American folk music to the Festival for the first time. They
play a wide variety of unusual instruments, write some of their
own material, and include in their repertoire a great many revolutionary
songs written by South American poets.

CHRIS KEARNEY
Chris is a Canadian who is beginning career. He once
lived in California, watched flower power die, and absorbed it all.
He is an excellent songwriter, and should make a great impact.

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NATIVE PEOPLE'S FESTIVAL
WIDENS CRAFT AREA
AT MARIPOSA

Ganada's first Festival Arts Festival of the Native
Peoples is part of Mariposa - a unique gathering of
lndian and Eskimo singers, musicians, dancers, and
crafts people. Some 40 Indians are taking part - and
many of them have travelled thousands of miles to be
here.

Eight dancers and singers from Alberta and Sas-
katchewan form the Canadian lndian Dancers, who'll
appear on the Saturday evening program. Eskimos
from lnuvik are scheduled to open Friday evening's
concert.

Canada's native peoples have too important a cul-
ture, and too long a history, to be ignored. The fact
that many of us have ignored their history and culture
in the past is the reason that they have come together
at Mariposa.

With a 20-ft. teepee as a centrepiece, lndian crafts-
men will take part in the Festival, demonstrating their
arts and skills, willing to talk to visitors, anxious to be
understood and to understand.

You'll be able to meet handcraft worker Marcella
Lightning, a Cree from Calgary; Edna Manitowabi, an
Ojibway singer from Manitoulin lsland; Ramona Gus,
a totem carver from Port Alberni, B.C.; Bill Reid, one
of Canada's foremost jewellers; and Ron Chambers,
a jeweller-carver from Whitehorse. Two Salish weavers
from Soowhalie, 8.G., are at the Festival; while Mabel
Stanley, a dancer and craftsman, is from Ladner, B.C.
Glothing makers have come from Sept lsles, Que.,
and there are craftsmen from New Brunswick. Another
Maritimer is Martha West, a member of the Mic Mac
tribe. Raymond Gabriel is a Haida lndian from Oka,
Que., while the Odanak tribe has contributed two
basket weavers.

All these craftsmen, singers, dancers - and the
many others with them - are bringing their art to
Mariposa in a spirit of goodwill. They are not, how-
ever, putting on a show for our benefit; they are
simply there, willing and anxious that we approach
them. lf we wish to learn, it's up to us to make the
effort.

They are joined by local craftsmen, working in other
fields, as the regular Mariposa crafts section is in-
creased this year. Mr. and Mrs. John Agg contribute

enamel-on-copper work; Rex Lingwood is back with
his exciting leather work; Judy Harley works in batik;
while Norman Kennedy and Janice Rigby are weavers.
Thom Scofield is another leather-worker, while Nor-
man Waters works with tie dye and soft sculpture.
Julie Mathewson is a silver jeweller, while Edith Pike
and Rosalie Power are potters. Shinji Ohno, Yo
Yoshitomi and Sadako Yoshitomi have returned to
Mariposa with their batik leather work, and their
uniquely informal painting sessions for children.

These craftsmen - and the Native peoples who
have joined us from across the country - add a
special dimension to Mariposa.

DANCERS AT MARIPOSA
Sunday afternoon at Mariposa will feature dancers in
many traditions. Jean Anderson's Scottish Country
Dance Team will appear, as will the University Settle-
ment Dancers. Members of the Know-lndia Society
will take part, as well as Los Paulitieros de Miranda
from Toronto's Portuguese community. Canadian
Indian Dancers will also take part, together with
members of the Shevchenko Ensemble (Ukrainian),
the Greek Community Dancers, the Ensemble Folk-
lorique Kebec from Montreal, and the Eskimo Drum
Dancers from lnuvik.
