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$$S WOMEN'S GROUP MEETS ONTARIO TREASURER

A meeting between the Treasurer of Ontario,

the Honorable Larry Grossman and an ad hoc
committee of four women's groups was held
on March 26th at Queen's Park. The ad hoc
committee's formation and meeting was

spearheaded by the Ontario Women's Direc-

torate. Glenna Carr, Elaine Todies and Terry

Bisset provided research material, co—ord-
inated the planning sessions and arranged
the meetings with the Treasurer.

The ad hoc committee was formed by the
Canadian Association of Women Executives,

the Ontario Committee on the Status of Women,
the Ontario Status of Women Council and the
YWCA of Metropolitan Toronto. Tricia O'Malley,

Brigid O'Reilly, Sheila Ward and Ellen
Campbell spoke for each of the groups.

Amoung the issues put to the treasurer were:

-the need for continuing of Employment
Support Inivatives program run by the
Ministry of Community and Social Services.

—the need for further amendments to the
Employment Standards Act on the question
of equal pay for work of equal value.

- support for many of the initiatives
in the Throne Speech that relate to
services for women.

The ad hoc committee sugagested that the
governrent establish a fund for women's
programs similar in its working to the
provincial B.I.L.D. program. Another
suggestion was increasing the profile
of successful affirmative action programs
in the private sector to encourage more
such programs. Training programs,
particularly for wamen re—entering the
labour force, were suggested as were
the increasing subsidy to low income
families for child care and tax measures
to encourage work site child care
centres. More positive encouragement of
women entrepreneurs, the retraining of
women displaced by technology and

funds for research on waren's issues
were also put to Mr. Grossman.

The committee and women's groups
will be watching ,with interest, for
developments in the 1984 provincial
budget.

Toronto labour lawyer Mary Cormish has
represented Ms. Potapczyk, filing sub-
missions with the Human Rights Commission.
After reviewing the submissions of both Ms.
Potapczyk and Mr. McBain, the commission
sustantiated her case and appointed a
tribunal in December. A hearing date was
set.

A committee has been formed to direct
the personal campaign of Kristina
Potapczyk because she is a young women
with limited resources. A trust fund is

in place and personal appeals are being made
throuch a mail and publicity campaign.
